ur Centennial Year is almost
O complete and what a year it

has been. So many members
got involved in so many different
events, demonstrating the community
spirit that makes our Club special. We
have an incredible family of members
and staff. Thank you all for participating
and don't forget, we have one final
blowout weekend — the dive-in movie
marathon on July 4, the annual
Independence Day Party on July 5 and
our actual 100" birthday on July 6. If
you're in Hong Kong at the start of July,
please try to attend this weekend's
fantastic events. Sign-up via the Club
App: Centennial 100ACHK.

Now a special word about one of the
greatest parties the Club has ever
hosted — The Grand Greatest Gatsby
on June 7. Over 600 people attended
this incredible event, which carried on
until almost 2am, and I'm pretty sure
all had a great time. Our gratitude to
the staff who worked many hours to
make this once-in-a-hundred years
party a success.

Our wonderful Centennial Committee,
formed more than 3 years ago,
helped plan all the events this past
year. Heartfelt thanks go to our
Assistant General Manager, Emma
Cullen. She had the vision for the
Centennial celebrations, culminating
in the Gatsby party. Emma worked
relentlessly to make sure every

detail was planned and executed to
perfection.

Although final numbers
have not yet been produced, we
anticipate meeting our bottom-line
projections for the Club. Member
support for the various F&B and
Fitness/Recreation programs has
been tremendous this year, and we
thank you.

This is the event of the year for
our staff — the one time when all 350 of
us get together. Highlights include the
staff talent show and the recognition
of our Long Service employees.

Transforming Lives

e American Club Foundation is giving back to Hong Kong

On May 24, the Country Club’s
Memorial Day Fair brought together
members, guests from the American
Pillars, and six charities supported by
the American Club Foundation (ACF).

Although heavy rain forced an
early close, the wet weather didn’t
dampen the happy atmosphere and
community spirit.

Eagles & Dragons caught up with
David Chang, who is on the Boards of
The American Club and the American
Club Foundation (ACF), and acts as
liaison between the two organizations.
David is keen to boost outreach and
strengthen bonds with local NGOs.
“It's more important than ever to
ensure that the American community
has a wider presence for good in
Hong Kong,” he says.

David hopes the Fair will help to build
stronger awareness of ACF's work
and drum up even greater member
support. “We want our members to
know what our chosen charities do,

find out how they can participate and
contribute, and have a lot of fun at the
same time,” he explains.

ACF was established in 2019 with a
mission to “fund, guide and support
communities in Hong Kong through
grants, volunteering and education.”
It awards two-year grants to

charities that fit within three buckets:
Underprivileged youth, disadvantaged
communities, and environmental
sustainability. “We decided to focus
on smaller Hong Kong-based,
specialist charities that have strong
social relationships in the community,”
says David, “because we can help
them make a greater difference given
their unigue understanding of the
specific challenges.”

Charities apply for funding for specific
projects and undergo a stringent
review. In the six years since ACF
launched, the team has vetted more
than 70 charities, mobilized more than
350 volunteers, and hosted over 100
events.

After chatting to David, Eagles &
Dragons took a spin around the
Country Club to meet the charities
and find out what ACF funds have
helped to achieve.

A Plastic Ocean Foundation

A Plastic Ocean Foundation (APOF)
is creating a wave of change to
reduce plastic pollution and improve
the health of our oceans.

ACF funds the charity’s Ghost

Net Hunting Unit, which removes
abandoned fishing nets from Hong
Kong's waters. Ghost nets cause
havoc for marine life by trapping and
killing marine mammals, fish and
turtles.

APOF’s Edison Liu coordinates the
hunting trips, which occur monthly
throughout the summer. The team of
Master Divers volunteer their time, but
the trips are expensive. “We have to
pay for the boat, the crew, insurance,
fuel, and diving gear hire,” explains
Edison.

The divers slice the ghost nets into
sections using special cutting tools,
bundle them into large balls, surface
them using floats, haul them on board
the boat, drive them back to shore
and dispose of them. “ACF funding
helped us to retrieve 5.73 tonnes of
ghost nets in 2024,” says Edison with
pride.

Changing Young Lives Foundation
The clue is in the name: Changing
Young Lives Foundation (CYLF)
supports underprivileged and
marginalized children, and those with
special educational needs.

The children are given the chance

to attend free workshops spanning
storytelling, arts, public speaking,
leadership, and careers, at the
charity’s center in Shek Kip Mei, one of
Hong Kong’s poorest neighborhoods.

CYLF'’s grant from ACF provides

250 primary school age kids with
classes in music, drama, dance, arts,
STEM, and much more says CYLF's
Wendy Tse. “The programs bring
underprivileged children experiences
and opportunities they wouldn’t
otherwise have,” she says. “This
helps them discover and develop their
natural talents, and unleashes their

passion and potential. We see the
impact on their confidence and self-
esteem as they start to see a world
of possibility beyond their personal
circumstances.”

Splash Foundation

Splash Foundation provides learn to
swim programs for adults and children
from disadvantaged communities.
The charity’s Senior Coach Daisy
Luscaw says “we help absolute

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beginners gain confidence in the
water and swim their first independent
25 meters.”

ACF supports Splash’s migrant
worker program, enabling 300
domestic helpers to learn to swim.
The organization says around 70%-
80% of the migrant domestic workers
in Hong Kong cannot swim.

That was the case for Daisy who
arrived here 13 years ago to work
as a domestic helper. Watching
her employer’s son take swimming
lessons gave her a yearning to
learn, so she signed up to Splash
— and took to it like a duck to water.
“l did the beginner program, then
intermediate, then advanced,”

she says, “then | progressed from
swimming in pools to out in the
ocean.”

Daisy went on to become a volunteer
coach and five years later, joined
Splash as a staff member. “Teaching
others to swim is my passion,” she
says. “It's a vital skill that everyone
should have.”

Love 21 Foundation

Love21 empowers the Down syndrome
and autistic and special needs
community through a holistic range



of programs including sports, fitness,
music, art, nutrition, counselling and
family support services.

“There’s no age limit,” says the
charity’s Maggie Chui. “Currently,
our youngest member is four and the
oldest is 59. However, the majority of
our members are aged 17 to 30.”

ACF funds an initiative that provides
employment skills. Depending on their
abilities, passions and preferences,
Love 21 members can work in-house
as classroom and office assistants,

or externally in businesses and the
hospitality sector. Options have
included coffee-making at Starbucks,
pizza-making at a a pizza restaurant,
and cleaning rooms at EAST hotel.

“It's hard for the neurodiverse
community to find meaningful work
here,” says Maggie. “Love 21 helps
members to find employment and,
even more importantly, it helps them
find a job they’re excited about.”

By teaching workplace skills, Love
21 offers a bridge, she explains. “It
helps our members gain a sense

of purpose and pride,” she says.
“They treasure the opportunities ACF
funding has brought them.”

Teen’s Key Hong Kong

Teen'’s Key provides information,
essential services, and holistic
support to over 20,000 young women
in Hong Kong. The charity offers
sexual and reproductive health
education along with free STD testing
and an emergency helpline.

“Sex education isn’t compulsory in
Hong Kong schools,” says Teen’s
Key’s Megan Yik. “In our frontline
work, we see a lot of crisis cases such
as unplanned pregnancy and STD

infections. The common root of these
problems is a lack of education.”

Teen’s Key's team of sex education
tutors deliver workshops in schools.
Thanks to ACF, “we’ve been able

to significantly expand this service.
We've added five secondary
schools, reaching over 500 more
students,” says Megan. “We've also
trained teachers so they can deliver
workshops themselves.”

ACF funds have also been used

to translate Teen’s Key's website,
SexualityHUB HK, from Chinese to
English so that young people from
ethnic minority backgrounds can
access non-judgmental, and factually
correct, information on sexual health
and relationships.

Inspiring HK Sports Foundation
Inspiring HK Sports Foundation
(IHKSports) provides sports training
for underprivileged and special
educational needs children.

Their flagship WELL DUNK!
basketball program is designed for
students from public housing estates
aged 13 to 18. ACF is sponsoring
one of the 20 boys teams, So Uk
Flash from Sham Shui Po, and one
of the eight girls teams, the Tai Wo
Legends from Tai Po.

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Alongside basketball, students
attend workshops on topics such as
Al, digital media, photography and
careers, and do voluntary work, to
broaden their horizons and support
their personal development.

Kelvin Mok grew up on Wah Fu Estate
in Pok Fu Lam. Aged 17, he spotted
a WELL DUNK! post on Instagram
and signed up. “My team won the
charity’s league championship that
year, and | got the MVP” he says.

Nowadays, Kelvin is studying at The
Chinese University of Hong Kong
and interns at IHKSports. He says
the free training, and provision of
essential kit like basketball shoes,
give underprivileged children
opportunities they wouldn’t otherwise
have, both on and off the court.

Celebrating America’s rich culinary landscape

Last August, the Country Club’s
Food & Beverage team launched a
year-long project to celebrate the
Club’s 100" birthday through food
and drinks.

Initially, they weren’t sure where to
begin. “We started looking at classic
U.S. dishes, but of course we've
already got those on our regular
menus. So, then we looked more
closely at different regions,” says
Executive Chef Nick Berta, “and hit
upon a solution.”

“We devised six menus by defining
five geographical regions and one
period of time, to celebrate the
holidays.” says Chef Nick. “We don’t
all celebrate the same holidays, but
enjoying traditional holidays foods is
something we all share.”

The Country Club team shared their
knowledge, brainstormed ideas, and
chatted to members from different
parts of the U.S. “| asked members
what their favorite dishes from home
are, and what they’re hankering for,”
says Chef Nick.

Chef Nick says the team has
welcomed the experience and
gained knowledge, thanks to the
project. “Every region we went into,
there were things we knew, but by
researching the dishes and talking
to members, we found out things we
didn’t know, too.”

To conclude a year of Centennial
dining the “Hit Parade” menu,
featuring the two best-selling dishes
from each of the six menus, will run
throughout July at the Country Club.
As Eagles & Dragons goes to press,
10 of the 12 Hit Parade dishes have
already been confirmed, but the two
winners from the Southwest menu
are yet to be determined.

We asked Chef Nick to predict which
items will make the grade. “I think
the Frontier Chicken Wings, which
are glazed with deep orange achiote

WEST COAST

Kimbap

A Korean staple, kimbap (aka gimbap)
consists of sesame-flavored rice plus
tasty fillings, wrapped in crispy nori
seaweed and cut into slices. Korean

food gained a foothold in California in
the 1950s and 60s following a wave
of immigration and, as interest in
Korean culture has soared over the
past couple of decades, the country’s
spicy, flavourful cuisine has become
hugely popular. Of the three kimbap
options offered on the West Coast

menu, the K.F.C., Korean fried chicken
laced with gochujang, a hot red
pepper paste, has been the biggest
hit with members.

Birria Tacos

A traditional dish with its roots in
western Mexico, birria tacos are

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made with beef oxtail that's been
marinated in a chipotle-spiced
adobo sauce and stewed. The meat
is then wrapped in a corn tortilla
with avocado and queso Oaxaca.
This Mexican cheese has an elastic,
creamy texture and a mild, buttery
flavor, and is usually sold rolled

and twisted into a rope. Once
constructed, the taco is dipped in
oxtail fat, grilled on a plancha, and
served alongside the soup that
remains from the stew. This can be
eaten with a spoon or, if you prefer,
drunk straight from the bowl.

NORTHEAST

WAWA Hoagie

This giant sandwich pays tribute

to the beloved staple that's sold in
Wawa convenience stores across
Philadelphia and New Jersey. It's
thought that the name “hoagie”
originated during World War I,

when Italian immigrants working at
Philadelphia’s Hog Island shipyard
started referring to their lunchtime
sandwiches as “hoggies.” Philly

and Jersey are famed for producing
superb charcuterie such as salamis,
sausages and mortadella, which are
popular hoagie components. Choose
your fillings from a long list of options
and recreate the convenience store
experience...although you won't be
able to fill your car up with gas at the
same time.

Blueberry Cobbler

It's thought this iconic dessert’'s name
might describe the topping’s uneven,
cobblestone-like appearance. Or, it
might derive from “to cobble”, and
refer to the scraping together of pie
crust, along with whatever fruit is
available. No one knows for sure

but what'’s certain, is that it tastes
delicious. The Club’s cobbler is made
with fresh and dried blueberries
covered with a dry streusel topping
and dotted with butter. This creates

a topping that’s soft and yielding in
some places, and gives a caramelized
crunch in others. The cobbler is

served with homemade ice cream
flavored with the world’s finest maple
syrup straight from Vermont.

THE HOLIDAYS

Matzah Ball Soup

Traditionally eaten by Jews during
Passover to commemorate the
exodus of the Israelites from ancient
Egypt, matzah ball soup is tasty
enough to be enjoyed at any time of
year. The balls, made from matzah
crackers ground into meal, are
simmered for up to half an hour,
gently swelling as they cook. They're
served in a roast chicken stock with
added chicken schmaltz (rendered
fat, a staple of Ashkenazi Jewish
cuisine) to give the soup a richer,
deeper and more unctuous flavor.
Chag Sameach!

Turkey Plate

Turkey, along with giving thanks, is
not only for the holidays. The key
to avoiding the dreaded dryness

of the meat is to separate the

legs and breasts, which require
different cooking times to achieve
roast poultry perfection. The Hit
Parade’s turkey plate comes with
all the trimmings: savory cornbread
dressing, creamy mashed potatoes,
fresh green beans, aromatic turkey
gravy and tart, sweet cranberry
sauce.

MIDWEST

Midwest Chili

The Midwest version of this classic
American comfort food contains
beans and is often less spicy than
its Southwestern counterparts. The
chili tradition first arrived in the
Chicago area along with cowboys
driving cattle from their southern
home ranges up to the stockyards.
Its popularity was given a boost in
1893 when a chili stand from San
Antonio, Texas, introduced many
Midwesterners to the delicious,
warming dish. Our version is made
with tomatoes, beef, and kidney
beans and served with crackers.

Fortunately, you don’t need to be a
cowboy to enjoy it.

Kansas City Pork Spareribs

These sweet, spicy, sticky spareribs
are wildly popular in Kansas City —
and now in Tai Tam as well. They're
cooked in a smoker and regularly
mopped with a sauce made

from vinegar, sugar, tomato, and
pork stock. The sauce dries and
caramelizes, forming a thick layer of
fragrant deliciousness. The process
requires dedication because it takes
six to eight hours to complete. After
smoking, the ribs are coated with

a dry spice rub loaded with garlic
and onion powder, paprika and chili,
adding a tier of heat to round out the
sweet, tart sauce.

THE SOUTH

Fried Pickles

Deep-fried battered dill pickles are a
much-loved side dish and appetizer
that first became popular in 1960s
Arkansas. Our pickles sliced into
chips, dipped in seasoned flour and
buttermilk, and fried to just the right
shade of gold. Bite into the crispy
batter and you'll get a juicy kick
from the pickle, while a side of ranch
dressing adds a creamy, savory
boost. The pickles are great on their
own but even better with a cold
Centennial beer or a malty bourbon.

Chicken & Waffles

This sweet, spicy, savory, crunchy,
soft combination makes the perfect
comfort food. With its roots in
Pennsylvania Dutch cuisine, chicken
& waffles has been enjoyed by
Americans since the 1600s. The
chicken is brined, breaded, fried,
and dipped in honey cooked down to
a soft caramel, and spiked with hot
sauce. The blackberry jam is inspired
by the wild and cultivated berries
that flourish across the southern
states. Whipped butter and roasted
peanuts bridge the textures and
temperaments of each element in
this soul food staple.
